Basic Need to Know on How to Cite in APA

In-Text Citations: The Basics

Short Quotations:
If direct quoting you will need to include the author, year of publication, and page number.
According to Jones (1998), "Students often had difficulty using APA style, especially when it was their first time" (p. 199).

Long Quotations:
Start quote on new line, like you would begin a new paragraph, and state the direct quote
Jones's (1998) study found the following:
Students often had difficulty using APA style, especially when it was their first-time citing sources. This difficulty could be attributed to the fact that many students failed to purchase a style manual or to ask their teacher for help. (p. 199)

Summary or Paraphrase:
If paraphrasing or summarizing, you only must refer to the author and year of publication in your in-text citation
[bookmark: _GoBack]According to Jones (1998), APA style is a difficult citation format for first-time learners.


Common References List Entries
In addition to the in-text citations you need a list of references at the end of the document. Here are the formats for a couple of common ones: 

Basic Format for Books
Author, A. A. (Year of publication). Title of work: Capital letter also for subtitle. Location: Publisher.

Webpage
Author, A. A. & Author B. B. (Date of publication). Title of page [Format description when necessary]. Retrieved from https://www.someaddress.com/full/url/

Article From an Online Periodical

Author, A. A., & Author, B. B. (Date of publication). Title of article. Title of Online Periodical, volume number(issue number if available). Retrieved from
https://www.someaddress.com/full/url/

Article From an Online Periodical with DOI Assigned

Author, A. A., & Author, B. B. (Date of publication). Title of article. Title of Journal, volume number(issue number if available), page range. doi:0000000/000000000000 or https://doi.org/10.0000/0000

Article From an Online Periodical with no DOI Assigned

Author, A. A., & Author, B. B. (Date of publication). Title of article. Title of Journal, volume number(issue number if available). Retrieved from https://www.journalhomepage.com/full/url/
