Severe Weather: Watch vs. Warning


[bookmark: _GoBack]The National Weather Service uses a two-stage system to alert people to severe weather. The severe weather terms used are:
· WATCH indicates conditions are favorable for severe weather.
· WARNING indicates severe weather has been detected and you are expected to immediately move to designated shelter areas.
Learn the difference between a watch and warning here.

GU Alert
The GU ALERT system will be used to notify the campus of severe weather watches and warnings. Be sure to register your cell phone to receive GU Alerts here. To confirm you are registered to receive these emergency notifications, please visit My Graceland > Student > Update Addresses. Please verify you entered your cell phone number correctly using xxx-xxx-xxxx format. If you have changed carrier or cell service providers since you registered for GU Alert, please re-register to ensure you will receive the notifications. 

Additional Safety Information
· If you are unsure of your designated shelter or are unable to get there, move to an interior room and stay away from windows and open spaces.
· If you are outside, seek shelter inside a sturdy building immediately.
· If you are in a car, drive to the closest shelter. If there is not time to drive to a shelter, get down in your car and cover your head, or abandon your car and seek shelter in a low-lying area such as a ditch or ravine.
